What is the school’s accreditation? 

Saint Ann Catholic School is accredited by the Florida Catholic Conference (FCC) and part of the Catholic 
School System of the Diocese of Venice under the direction of Bishop Frank Dewane. Also Saint Ann 
School is a member of the National Catholic Education Association (NCEA) and the National Council for 
Private School Accreditation. 
 

Does the school participate in state testing? 

Catholic elementary schools do not participate in the Florida test (FCAT). However, all students in grades 
2-8 take the IOWA Tests of Basic Skills (ITBS). This test provides not only comprehensive accountability, 
but also diagnostic information as well. Test scores throughout the Diocese reflect excellent academic 
progress. 
 

What credentials do the teachers possess? 

Our school is staffed by well qualified administrators and faculty. All our teachers are required to meet 
the standards of the Florida Catholic Conference and Southern Association of Colleges and Schools. 
Teachers are certified and licensed through the state and participate in the state professional develop-
ment program which requires recertification every five years. 
 

How safe is Saint Ann School? 

Providing a safe learning environment is inherent in our Catholic school mission. All school employees 
and volunteers are fingerprinted. A Critical Incidence Response Plan is set up for possible emergencies 
along with several additional protection measures such as a camera system and security guard.

Infant Baptism: Registered parishioners should contact the 
Faith Formation Office at least three months prior to the planned 
Baptism 239-262-4256, Ext. 203 or faithformation@naplesstann.com. 
Godparent documentation must be received at least two weeks prior to the 
scheduled baptism. Parent(s) requesting Infant Baptism for the first time at 
St. Ann’s parish are to attend and complete a required, scheduled parish 
Baptismal Preparation program. If for some reason, the parents are unable 
to attend the required program, they are to contact the Faith Formation 
Office to reschedule the date of the Baptism until a time after this require-
ment is met.  Infant Baptism may be held in or outside of Sunday Mass. 
Children over 7 are normally baptized through the RCIA process which culmi-
nates at Easter.  
Marriage: Couples w ishing to marry must meet w ith a 
priest before setting a date and at least six months in advance of 
an anticipated wedding in order to complete the preparation pro-
cess. For residents of Collier County, one member of the engaged 
couple must already be a registered Saint Ann parishioner for at 
least six months before the couple can make a request to be mar-
ried here. A couple may also request to be married here if a parent 
or grandparent of either the bride or groom is a regular practicing 
parishioner. In this case they must have the permission of both 
their Pastor/Administrator and the Pastor of Saint Ann and will usu-
ally complete their marriage preparation in their parish of origin.
